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TOM BENSON 

Owner 
Entering his 14th season as owner of the New Orleans Saints, Tom Benson is widely recognized 

as one of the National football League's most successful and influential leaders. Benson has built 
his NFL reputation through a record of accomplishments and service to the league and his 
community. Since 1985, when Benson stepped in and saved the team from leaving New Orleans, 
the Saints achieved their first winning season and their first NFC Western Division title. Under 
Benson's direction and leadership, New Orleans has hosted three of eight Super Bowls during 
his ownership tenure. 

Benson's vision and commitment to New Orleans was evident when he guided the team into a 
new practice facility at the start of the 1996 season, the culmination of a program of state-funded 
capital improvements. These projects, tied to a new multi-year lease between the Saints and the 
state-owned Louisiana Superdome, include the new 18,000-seat downtown arena, the AAA 
baseball stadium in Jefferson Parish, the Alario multi-purpose facility and a three-year program of 
improvements to the Superdome which was completed prior to Super Bowl XXXI. 

Benson has played an important role within the NFL community. He is a member of the league's 
Finance committee, a member of the Broadcast committee, International committee and the 
NFL:s Legislative committee. 

He spearheaded the process that expanded the league to include the Charlotte and 
Jacksonville franchises and he negotiated the most recent contract to extend the services of 
Commissioner Paul Tagliabue. Benson's involvement in the NFL began innocently in 1984 when 
he learned that the Saints were about to be sold to out-of-town interests that would move the team 
from New Orleans. Benson understood the economic impact and general importance of the 
franchise to the city. His initial intent was to become a 'partner in a local group motivated to step in, 
purchase the team and keep it in New Orleans. Subsequently, Benson actually put the group 
together, purchased the team on May 31 , 1985, and became sole owner in 1992. 

Benson was born •in New Orleans in 1927 and grew up on the edge of the city's sprawling 
9th Ward. One of four children of Tom Sr. and Carmen Benson, he was educated at St. Aloysius 
High School (now Brother Martin) and Loyola University. As a youngster, he played football for 

St. Roch Park and earned spending money delivering the 
Times-Picayune newspaper. 

Alter studying business and accounting at Loyola, 
Benson went to work as a bookkeeper for the 

Cathey Chevrolet Co. in New Orleans in 1948. 
By 1956, at age 29, Benson was on his way to 

San Antonio, Texas to manage a Chevrolet dealership 
as a junior partner. Six years later he took lull control of 
the company and established the Tom Benson Motor 
Company. That acquisition spawned what became 
Benson Automotive World, a multi-dealership organization 

with 33 franchises and outlets in New Orleans, 
San Antonio and Corpus Christi. In 1972, Benson entered 
the banking business and eventually took his banking 

network public as Benson Financial World. 
Appreciative of New Orleans' schools, 

business community and people, Benson and· 
his brothers, Jerome and Larry, established the 
Free Enterprise Resource Center at Brother 
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Martin High School in honor of their parents. He has endowed chairs in free enterprise at 
St. Mary's University and banking at Incarnate Word College. He serves on the President's 
Council of Loyola University, his alma mater. 

Community service to at-risk youth has been a hallmark of Benson's tenure as team owner. A 
few examples include: Benson Hoops, the often emulated midnight basketball program in the 
inner city; Saints Flag Football in New Orleans middle schools; the Saints Venture Fund & Impact 
Grants program in conjunction with United Way and a Play Football program for underprivileged 
kids. He has guided the Saints' support of football at all levels in the region, from playgrounds 
through high school and college programs to the Sugar Bowl and Bayou Classic. 

Benson has received several honors for his community involvement, a few of which are: 
American Tradition Award from the B'nai Brith Foundation of the U.S.; Rev. Jacques E. Yenni 
Award for Community Service from Loyola University; N.A.D.A. Northwood Institute for 
Outstanding Service to Education; Brotherhood Award of the National Conference of Christians 
and Jews; Order of St. Louis Medallion for dedication to church from the Archdiocese of New 
Orleans; 1986 Brother Martin Alumnus of the Year; lnsigne Verbum Award from Incarnate Word 
College; Honorary Doctor of Science and Business from Cleary College; Honorary Doctor of 
Humane Letters from Loyola University; and Honorary Doctor of Laws from Northwood University. 

Benson and his wife, the former Grace Trudeau of New Orleans, share a family of five 
children: Renee, Donn, Susan, Rick and Mimi, plus six grandchildren.

President/General Manager/Chief Operating Officer 
Bill Kuharich enters his third year as President/General 

Manager/Chief Operating Officer of the New Orleans Saints. 
In his role, Kuharich manages the day-to-day operation of the · 

entire organization including football operations, marketing and adminis­
tration and finance. Prior to being named President/General 
Manager/Chief Operating Officer in January 1997, Kuharich served as 
Executive Vice President/General Manager during the 1996 season. 

His tenure with the Saints originally began when he was hired by 
the late Jim Finks as New Orleans' director of player personnel, a posi­

tion he held from 1986-93. In 1994, he was promoted to Vice President of Football Operations 
where he remained until being promoted in 1996. 

Kuharich was the driving force behind the hiring of head coach Mike Ditka, the Saints 12th head 
coach. "Bill spearheaded the search for a new head coach and he was solely responsible for bring­
ing Mike Ditka to the table," said Saints owner Tom Benson. "I have the highest confidence in Bill's 
ability to lead this organization." 

The Kuharich/Ditka combination has already proven dividends. The Saints continue to build the 
team through younger, faster, stronger players. ' It is important that our direction continues to be uni­
fied ... that decisions about the organization are done in concert with the ultimate goal of making this 
club a winner again,' Kuharich added. In their first year together, the team improved its win-loss 
record and fielded the 4th rated defense in the league. 

'Mike and I have the same goal and that is to get this team to the Super Bowl," said Kuharich. 
"The city of New Orleans and our fans deserve it." 

Although Kuharich's rise in the football hierarchy has been a gradual one, he is today the NFL's 
youngest President/General Manager/Chief Operating •Officer at age 45. Since becoming involved 
in professional football, Kuharich has had the fortunate opportunity to encounter virtually every 
aspect of the front office. All of which, he was under the direct tutelage of some of the finest foot­
ball administrators in 'the game. 

By the time he was 29, Kuharich was working as an administrative assistant to Carl Peterson, 
then general manager of the Philadelphia Stars of the USFL. A year later, in 1984, he was elevat­
ed to assistant general manager/director of player personnel. In the club's three years of existence 
(1983-85), it posted a record of 48-13-1, played in all three championship games, winning each of 
the last two. 

In addition, Kuharich was exposed to football at an early age, and he took full advantage of this 
invaluable opportunity. His father, the late Joe Kuharich, was a collegiate head coach at San 
Francisco (1948-51 ) and Notre Dame (1959-62), and an NFL head coach with the Chicago 
Cardinals (1952), Washington Redskins (1954-58) and the Philadelphia Eagles (1964-68). During 
his stay in Philadelphia, Joe Kuharich doubled as the clu'b's general manager. He was also an 
assistant with the Pittsburgh Steelers (1946). His 1951 University of San Francisco team went 9-0 
and was made up of four future NFL Hall of Famers, including former Commissioner Pete Rozelle, 
Ollie Matson, Gino Marchetti and Bob St. Clair. 

Kuharich football acumen was further developed as he spent a majority of his childhood around 
his father and the teams he coached. His summers consisted of serving as a ball boy in training 
camp. 'I was able to absorb all of these thoughts and ideas from being around football people all 
my life, getting on-the-job training,' Kuharich said. The Kuharich legacy in professional football is 
anchored in the fact that he and his father are the first father/son combination in the history of the 
NFL to serve as general managers. 

Kuharich learned first-hand from his father that resiliency is a trait that is necessary to survive in 
this profession as well as in life. After a few setbacks as a first-year NFL coach, his father was hired 
as head coach of the Washington Redskins, and in 1955 was named NFL Coach-of-the-Year after 
leading the Redskins to a regular season record of 8-4. In 1970, his father was diagnosed with can­
cer and was given one year to live. He won the battle and survived cancer for 11 more years before 
passing away in 1981. "I have seen first-hand the many obstacles as well as the successes that 
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one encounters in this profession," said Kuharich. ' My father certainly left an inedible impression on 
me ... one that I think will help serve me not only in my life but also in making this organization a win­
ner again." 

In addition to his late father, Kuharich will utilize many ideas that he acquired from his football 
mentors. During his professional career, he has been tutored by two of the most respected men in 
the football business. 

With the Stars, Kuharich worked under Carl Peterson, who also served as Director of Player 
Personnel with the Philadelphia Eagles from 1977-82, and is now the President/General Manager 
and Chief Operating Officer with the Kansas City Chiefs. With the Saints, Kuharich spent eight 
years working and learning under the late Jim Finks, a 1995 inductee into the NFL Hall of Fame 
who was responsible for building Super Bowl clubs in Minnesota and Chicago, and who turned 
around the fortunes of the Saints after just two years on the job. 'Carl Peterson and the late Jim 
Finks are two of the most respected men in professional football. I couldn't have asked for better 
teachers,' Kuharich said. 

Kuharich attributes much of the knowledge he has gained in football to Finks. "No doubt about 
it, Jim was the greatest influence on me in my professional career,' said Kuharich. "There won't be 
a day that I won't be able to draw on something that I've learned from him." 

During Kuharich's tenure as director of player personnel, the Saints posted 77 regular season 
victories, fourth-most in the NFL over this eight-year stretch. In order to maintain this success, the 
Saints, during the recent offseason, have made sweeping changes under Kuharich. With the objec­
tive of building the 1999 Saints into a Mike Ditka-style team, Kuharich has guided the offseason 
acquisitions of WR Eddie Kennison, G Wally Williams and brokered a draft-day deal enabling 
the Saints to draft Heisman Trophy RB Ricky Williams, college football's most prolific runner. 

The work ethic Kuharich displays can also be traced to his family roots. 'From an early age, he 
taught us the way to do things was not to cut corners,' said Kuharich of his father, a first generation 
American, whose family emigrated from the former Yugoslavia. ' He considered the biggest sin in 
life was to give up, and he instilled this belief that you don't quit, and you definitely don1 take the 
easy way out." 

A graduate of Middlebury College in Vermont with a B.A. in History, Kuharich started his football 
career as a graduate assistant coach at Brown University in 1976. His first full-time post came as 
offensive backfield coach at Hawaii in 1977. 

After leaving Hawaii, Kuharich went to work for the United States Department of Defense as an 
administrative assistant to field operations. During that time he also served as a volunteer assis­
tant coach at Georgetown in 1978. He resumed his coaching career in 1979 when he assumed a 
full-time position as an assistant at St. Lawrence, where he earned his master's degree in educa­
tion. After one year, he went to Columbia University as an assistant, and spent the next two sea­
sons there. 

In addition to his duties with the Saints, Kuharich is a member of the NFL's College Relations 
Committee. 

Although building successful franchises is a year-round effort, Kuharich has many interests away 
from football. He is a history buff, and enjoys reading and playing golf. 

Kuharich, who was born March 25, 1953 in Skokie, Illinois, resides in Destrehan with his wife, 
Betsy, and daughters, Megan Ashley (6) Alexis Marie (4) and Kelli Elizabeth (2).

Charles Bailey joins the Saints from the Pittsburgh Steelers, 
where he was in the player personnel department for 1 O years. He 
joined the Steelers in June of 1989 after eight years as an eastern scout 
with National Football Scouting. He has 19 years of scouting experi­
ence, 10 with the Steelers, the last eight coming as Pro Personnel 
Coordinator. 

In his job with the Saints, Bailey will be responsible for scouting, 
evaluating and acquiring talent on the Saints and around the National 
Football League, and contract negotiations. 

A native of Winston-Salem, North Carolina, Bailey began his scouting career in 1981 with 
National. His start with National followed six years on the coaching staff at Winston-Salem State

ance and counseling from North Carolina A& T. 

Bailey was instrumental in acquiring new talent for the Steelers, who were among the hardest hit 
over the past four seasons by free agency, and maintaining their annual postseason hunt. 

Bailey and his wife Carolyn have three children, daughters Kahmil and Aundrea, and son 
Charles.

Greg Suit joined the Saints in 1977. He was promoted to his pre­
sent position in February, 1997, after serving as vice president of mar­
keting since 1994. He was named director of Marketing in 1987. Suit 
supervises the club's promotional activity, box suite sales and manage­
ment, advertising and corporate sponsorship programs and local broad­
casting partnerships. His responsibilities include overseeing ticket oper­
ations and sales, public and community relations, player programs, 
entertainment and travel. 

Suit has also served the team as director of publicity and director 
of public relations. His first assignment with the team was assistant PR director. He worked at the 
University of New Orleans, 1972-76, where he was sports information director and assistant athlet­
ic director. 

A native of the Cincinnati, Ohio area, Suit graduated from Miami University (Oh.) and worked as 
a staff writer for the Middletown {Oh.) Journal. He served on the NFL staff for six Super Bowl games 
and the 1984 AFC-NFC Pro Bowl.

Head Coach 

MIKE DITKA was named the 12th head coach of the Saints on 
January 28, 1997. He signed a five-year contract extension, 8/5/98, plac­
ing him under contract through the 2002 season. 

He holds an overall career coaching record of 124-88, including 
his first two seasons coaching the Saints, and the 11 seasons he 
coached the Chicago Bears. He holds a 118-82 regular season coach­
ing record. Ditka is currently the only active NFL coach in the Hall of 

• C:A r , Fame and ranks first in regular season winning percentage (.590) and 
second in overall winning percentage (.585) among active NFL coaches who have coached at least 
100 career games. 

Ditka came to the Saints after spending four years as an NFL commentator and analyst on the 
NFL on NBC. "I think we have the players to win our division;' said Ditka. "That's our goal this year. 
We'll find a way to win. We'll find it:' Ditka brings to this challenge a propensity to win with hopes of 
bringing success to an organization, which has only had five winning seasons in the history of the 
club. 

Ditka has realized success as an All-American at the University of Pittsburgh, NFL Rookie of the 
Year (1961), All-Pro (1961-66), Super Bowl Champion as a player with Dallas (1972), Super Bowl 
champion as an assistant coach with Dallas (1977) and Super Bowl Champion as head coach of 
the Chicago Bears (1986). 

In 1988, Oitka, who played in five Pro Bowls and two league championships (1963 and 1971 ), 
became the first tight end to be inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame. Ditka's connection to 
the city of New Orleans and the Super Bowl run deep. He played in Super Bowl VI when Dallas 
defeated Miami 24-3 at Tulane Stadium and coached as an assistant for the Dallas Cowboys in 
Super Bowl XII at the Superdome. His singular most memorable moment as a player or coach was 
Super Bowl XX where he coached the Chicago Bears to a 46-10 victory over the New England 
Patriots. 

Under Ditka, the Saints doubled their win total (6-1 O) from the previous season in 1997, while 
immediately stamping the New Orleans defense with his signature, finishing fourth in the entire 
NFL. The six win total was the second-best inaugural season victory total by a first-year head 
coach in team history. 

During his 11 years with the Bears, Ditka's teams dominated the NFC Central with 52 regular 
season victories between 1985-88. This mark is the most ever by an NFL team in any four-year peri­
od. Ditka ranks second among every Bears coach in both tenure and victories. He trails only his first 
pro coach (1961 ), George Halas, the team's founder and coach for 40 seasons. Ditka coached the 
Bears to six NFC Central titles, three appearances in the NFC title game, and a Super Bowl victo­
ry. In 1985, Ditka's team posted an 18-1 record. After Super Bowl XX, Ditka was named Coach of 
the Year. 

Ditka is the only Chicago Bear coach to lead his club to five straight post-season appearances. 
In 1988, Ditka won Coach of the Year honors during the same season in which he suffered a mid­
season heart attack (11/22/88), and posted a 12-4 regular season record. The Bears would lose to 
the San Francisco 49ers in the NFC Championship game at Soldier Field. 

Ditka began his NFL career in 1961 when he was drafted by the Chicago Bears in the first round 
(fifth overall) from the University of Pittsburgh. Oitka's impact was immediate catching 56 passes 
and earning NFL Rookie of the Year honors. Ditka played six total seasons with the Bears, earning 
Pro Bowl honors in each of his years with the Bears, before being traded to Philadelphia in 1967. 
After spending two years with the Eagles he was traded to Dallas where he played four more years. 
He caught a touchdown pass in the Cowboys' 24-3 victory over the Dolphins in Super Bowl VI. 

The final tribute to Ditka's playing career was bestowed upon him 16 years after his retirement 
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from football when he was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame (July 30, 1988). Ditka retired 
from playing football following the 1972 season, but was soon hired by Cowboys' head coach Tom 
Landry as an offensive assistant and special teams coach. In Ditka's nine seasons as an assistant 
with the Cowboys, his teams were in the playoffs eight times, won six divisional titles, three NFC 

Championships, and the Super Bowl following the 1977 campaign. 
Born October 18, 1939, in Carnegie, Pennsylvania, Oitka was raised in nearby Aliquippa where 

his father, Mike Sr. worked on the railroad. He participated in three sports at Aliquippa High School, 
playing basketball and baseball and football. He enrolled at the University of Pittsburgh and was an 
All-American as a senior in 1960. Ditka played defensive end, linebacker, tight end and ranked 
among the nation's top punters with a 40-yard average in his linal three seasons. 

He is actively involved in numerous charitable endeavors including Fellowship of Christian 
Athletes, Sports Teams Organized for Prevention of Drug Abuse, and the Say No to Drugs cam­
paign. The Mike Ditka Foundation, established in 1989, raises money for Misericordia, a residential 
facility lor developmentally disabled youth, and for the pediatric AIDS program at Children's 
Memorial Hospital. Ditka continues to assist his alma mater by sponsoring the Mike Ditka Endowed 
Scholarship Fund at the University of Pittsburgh to which he will contribute $100,000 throughout the 

1990's. Since his days with the Chicago Bears, Ditka has opened Iron Mike's Grille, located in the 
Tremont Hotel in Chicago. His favorite hobby remains golf to which he plays to a six handicap. He 
also has a collection of antique cars and a Harley Davidson. Mike is married (Diana) and they reside 
in New Orleans. They have four children; Mike (39), Mark (38), Megan (36), and Matthew (32).

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DANNY ABRAMOWI CZ, Offensive Coordinator 
Danny Abramowicz enters his third season as offensive coordina­

tor of the Saints, following five years as the Chicago Bears special teams 
coach. In 1995, the Bears led the NFL with five blocked kicks, while also 
leading the league in opponents gross and net punting average. 

Abramowicz was one of the most prolific receivers in NFL history. 
He was a 17th-round draft choice by the New Orleans Saints in 1967 
and played six seasons with the Saints before concluding his career with 
the San Francisco 49ers (1973-74). In 1969, Abramowicz led the NFL 
with 73 catches and was named All-Pro and the Saints' MVP. He is sec­

ond in Saints' history in catches (309), yards (4,875), and TDs (35), trailing Eric Martin, who passed 
him in 1990. Abramowicz completed his pro career with 371 receptions for 5,704 yards and 39 TDs. 

Abramowicz graduated from Xavier University in Cincinnati in 1967 with a degree in education. 
He has been inducted into the Xavier and Saints' Halls of Fame, the National Polish Hall of Fame, 
and was named to the Saints' Silver Anniversary Team in 1991. Following his football career, 
Abramowicz was a salesman in the oil field industry and also spent five seasons on the Saints 
Radio Network as an analyst. He left private business in 1989 to become head coach at Jesuit High 
School in New Orleans where he compiled a 20-14 record before joining the Bears. He also found­
ed the Catholic men's spirituality group "The Monday Night Disciples". 

Born July 13, 1945, in Steubenville, Ohio, Danny and his wife, Claudia have two sons, Danny 
and Andrew and one daughter, Stephanie.

ZAVEN YARALIAN, Defensive Coordinator 
Zaven Yaralian came to the Saints after spending 1993-96 with 

the New York Giants as their secondary coach. Similar to his success in 
New York, Yaralian's troops were at or near the top of the NFL in several 
major defensive categories. In 1998, the Saints ranked 1st in the NFC 
and 3rd in the NFL in red zone defense, and tied for 1st in the NFC and 
tied for 4th in the NFL with 21 interceptoins. 

Yarallan's defensive strategy improved a defense that ranked 13th 
in total defense in 1996 to 4th in 1997. In addition, the Saints defense 

~---• finished sixth in the NFL in pass defense, second in yards allowed per 
play, and led the NFL with a club-record 59 sacks in 1997, and set a team record with 9 defensive touchdowns in 1998. 

In his first year with the Giants, he helped direct a unit that allowed the fewest points in the NFL 
(205). In 1994, the Giants were the second-best defense against the pass over the final six weeks 
of the season. Under Yaralian, the Giants' secondary has ranked 10th in 1993, 8th in 1994, and 
fourth in 1995. The Giants secondary posted 21 interceptions in 1996, tied for the fifth-best total in the NFL. 

Yaralian came to the Giants after spending three years with the Chicago Bears, serving in the 
same capacity under then-Bears Head Coach Mike Ditka. His 1990 Bears secondary led the league 
with 31 interceptions. 

Yaralian began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at his alma mater, the University of 
Nebraska, in 1975. He then coached the defensive backs at Washington State in 1976 and 1977 
before moving on to the University of Missouri in the same role from 1978-82. Yaralian served as 
the secondary coach at the University of Florida from 1983-87 and was the Gators defensive coor­
dinator as well from 1985-87. He coached the defensive backs at the University of Colorado from 
1988-89 before joining the Bears staff prior to the 1990 season. Yaralian was a member of the 
coaching staff of Colorado during their national title game against Notre Dame in the 1989 Orange

Yaralian was a two-year starter at cornerback for Nebraska before a short stint with the Green 
Bay Packers in 197 4 and the Philadelphia Bell of the World Football League in 1975. 

Yaralian and his wife Lorraine have two 
sons, Blake and Garrett.

BOBBY APRIL, Special Teams 
Continuing the pattern of success established at every stop in his 

career, Bobby April's special teams units continued to shine in 1998. In 
1998, the Saints special teams set a team record for field goal conver­
sion percentage, and led the NFC in punting average. In 1997, the 
Saints boasted the highest punting average in the NFL, the fourth-most 
accurate field goal kicker in team history, and the third-ranked kick 
returner in the NFL In addition, the Saints special teams tallied the sec­
ond-highest punt return yardage total in team history, which was more 
than the previous two years combined, tied for the longest kickoff return 

in the NFL, and the longest in team history. 
April, a native of Chalmette, La. (a New Orleans suburb), returned to his roots, February 6, 1996. 

After serving as the special teams coach for the Pittsburgh Steelers from 1994-95, April was hired 
to coach in the same capacity with the Saints. In 1996, the Saints' special teams ranked third in the 
NFL in kickoff return average and tied for seventh in field goal percentage. 

April served as tight ends/special teams coach with the Atlanta Falcons from 1991-93. During 
his tenure in Atlanta, the Falcons led the NFL in blocked kicks (1991 ), field goal defense (1991 ), 
kickoff return average (1992) and field goal offense (1993). They were second league-wide in field 
goal defense (1992) and kickoff return offense (1993), and third in field goal offense (1992) and field 
goal defense (1993). In his first season with the Steelers, Pittsburgh finished fourth in the NFL in 
punt return defense and played for the AFC Championship. In 1995, Pittsburgh led the league in 
field goals made (34) and kickoff return defense (17.5 avg.), and represented the AFC in Super 
Bowl XXX. 

Prior to entering the NFL, April spent 13 years as an assistant at the collegiate level. After serv­
ing as a graduate assistant at Southern Mississippi in 1978, he was awarded his first full-time post 
the following year at Tulane. He went to the University of Arizona in 1980, and spent the next seven 
seasons with the Wildcats, coaching the defensive line and secondary, in addition to his duties with 
the kicking game. He joined head coach Larry Smith at USC in 1987, and had a four-year stay with 
the Trojans, as both secondary coach and kicking game coordinator. 

A four-year letterman (1972-75) as a defensive end and linebacker at Nicholls State in 
Thibodaux, La., April coached at Chalmette High School for two years, 1976-77, after receiving his 
degree in physical education from Nicholls. He earned his master's in athletic administration from 
Southern Mississippi in 1983.

I Walt Corey enters his third season with the Saints possessing 26 
seasons of NFL experience as well as four Super Bowl appearances as 
defensive coordinator. 

Under Corey, the Saints defensive line has emerged as the team's 
strongest unit. The development of DT La'Roi Glover, who led the 
Saints with 10 sacks in 1998, and DE Joe Johnson, who made his first 
Pro Bowl in 1998, demonstrate the point. 

In 1997, the Saints defensive line was a major factor in the team's 
success as the fourth-ranked defense in the NFL. Under Corey, New 

Orleans' defensive line registered 37 of the Saints' season-record and NFL-leading 59 sacks. 
Corey joined the Saints after spending 8 seasons (1987-94) with the Buffalo Bills where he 

served as defensive coordinator/linebackers coach, and led the Bills to the top-ranked defense in 
the AFC in 1988 after ranking 24th in the NFL just two years prior. 

His first coaching assignments came as defensive coordinator at both Utah State (1967-69) and 
the University of Miami (1970), his alma mater. He left the collegiate ranks to coach linebackers 
with Kansas City (1971-7 4 ), his first of two stints with the Chiefs. He first served on the Chiefs staff 
handling linebackers and special teams, later {1978-86) coaching defensive line and secondary, 
then serving as defensive coordinator/linebackers coach. In between his time with the Chiefs, 
Corey coached the linebackers at Cleveland (1975-77). 

Corey started his NFL career as a linebacker with the Dallas Texans/Kansas City Chiefs (1960-
66) and is the only active NFL coach to have played in Super Bowl I. Corey played four years 
(1956-59) at the University of Miami at defensive end, and was inducted into the Western 
Pennsylvania Hall of Fame in May 1994.

Dallas, Judd Garrett enters his third season on the sidelines with the 
Saints in 1999. 

In his position, Garrett, a native of Cleveland, Ohio, is respsonsi­
ble for a multitude of functions dealing with the entire offense. He is 
involved with quality control, including, but not limited to, the breaking 
down of game tapes, opponent scouting, self-scouting and on-field 
duties. 

Beginning in 1999, Garrett, along with light ends coach Dan Neal, 
will be responsible for the implementation and use of the interactive playbook, a newly-designed 
feature enabling players to expand and enhance their gameday preparation via computer. 

A three-year starter at running back at Princeton University (1987-89), Garrett was named Ivy 
League Player of the Year and I-AA All-American in 1989. He was drafted by the Philadelphia 
Eagles in the 12th round of the 1990 draft. He played with the London Monarchs (WLAF) in 1991 
and 1992, leading the league in receptions and was named All World League in 1991. He was also 
a member of the 1993 Dallas Cowboys Super Bowl Championship team. Garrett then spent the 
next two years in the CFL, first with the Las Vegas Posse, in 1994, and wtth the San Antonio Texans, 
in 1995. 

Garrett began his coaching career at his alma mater, Princeton (1990) and University School 
(1996). His lather, Jim, was an assistant coach with the Saints in 1976-77, and is now a scout with 
the Dallas Cowboys.

Harold Jackson, in his third season as wide receivers coach with 
the Saints, brings 26 years of professional football experience to the 
team. 

Jackson began his 16-year NFL playing career with the Los 
Angeles Rams in 1968, later rejoining them from 1973-77. His career 
carried him through Philadelphia (1969-72), New England (1978-81), 
Minnesota (1982) and Seattle (1983). Jackson's 29 100-yard receiving 
games in the NFL are sixth-best in league history. 

During his career, Jackson caught 579 passes for 10,372 yards 
with 76 touchdowns. He ranks 22nd in NFL history in catches and his career yardage total is 10th. 
He is tied with Hall of Farner Fred Biletnikoff for 10th in career receiving touchdowns and was voted to five Pro Bowls. 

He was selected in the 11th-round of the 1968 draft by the Rams after playing four years at 
Jackson State (1964-67) as a wide reciever. 

Following his days as a player, Jackson turned to coaching. His first assignment was with New 
England, as receivers coach (1985-89), later holding the same post at Tampa Bay (1992-93). In 
1991, Jackson was a New Orleans resident as assistant head coach/offensive coordinator with the 
Arena League's New Orleans Night. Following stops at North Carolina Central (1990), and Virginia 
Union (1994), Jackson helped re-start the football program at Benedict College (1995-96) in 
Columbia, S.C., who had not had a football program since 1966.

Cats. Following a return to the collegiate ranks, he joined the United 
States Football League (USFL), serving as offensive coordinator for the 
San Antonio Gunslingers in 1984. The following year, he served in the 
same capacity for the Oakland Invaders, reaching the final champi­
onship game in USFL history. 

Kuharich returned to the CFL in 1986, serving as an assistant coach with the Calgary 
Stampeders before assuming head coaching responsibilities from 1987-89. In 1990, he concluded 
his CFL career as head coach of the British Columbia Lions, where he was responsible for acquir-
ing QB Doug Flutie. ,· 

Kuharich first entered the Arena Football League (AFL) in 1991, serving as offensive coordina­
tor with the Tampa Bay Storm that won the ArenaBowl Championship.

Lemmerman came to the Saints from the Canadian Football 
League, where he served as Director of Operations for the Edmonton 
Eskimos from 1989-94. 

Lemmerman started his coaching career with Edmonton as quarterback/receiver/running back 
coach in 1981. After two seasons with the Eskimos, he was named offensive coordinator for the 
Los Angeles Express of the USFL in 1983, and moved to the NFL the following year, where he 
coached the receivers, tight ends and backs for the Houston Oilers from 1984-85. After a year away 
from football, Lemmerman returned to the CFL in 1987 as an offensive coach with the Winnipeg 
Blue Bombers, where he spent two years before re-joining the Eskimos in the front office. During 
Lemmerman's tours of duty in the CFL, teams he was associated with won seven CFL champi­
onships and were conference champions 14 times. 

Lemmerman graduated from the University of California-Northridge, where he earned honors in 
football and baseball.

The selection of Ricky Williams, 1998 Heisman Trophy winner, marks just the first lime in NFL his­
tory that one player has been a team's entire draft class. Owns 20 NCAA rushing records, includ­
ing most rushing yards (6,279), all-purpose yards (7,206), highest average per carry (6.2), rushing 
touchdowns (72), total touchdowns scored (75), 200-yard rushing games (11, tied Marcus Allen of 
Southern California, 1978-81), points scored (452), games with a touchdown (33) and games with 
two or more scores (21 ).

FIRST IMPRESSIONS 
Running back Derek Brown was the last Saint to register a touchdown in his first NFL game. On September 

5, 1993 against the Houston Oilers at the Superdome, Brown scored on a two•yard run in the fourth quarter as 
the Saints went on for a 33·21 opening-day victory. The first Saint to accomplish this feat was wide receiver 
John Gilliam, a second•round draft choice in 1967. Gilliam took the opening kickoH in the club's first•ever regu· 
lar season game, September 17, 1967 versus the Rams at Tulane Stadium, and raced 94 yards for a touchdown. 
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SAINTS DRAFT CHOICES 
The first combined AFL·NFL draft was held in 1967. A playe(s order ol selection among the players drafted is desig­

nated by a number after his pos~lon. In 1967, the expansion New Or1eans Saints received first and last choices in each round 
and one additional choice at the end ol the second, third and fourth rounds. 

On February 10, 1967, the Saints selected 42 players in an expansion draft, using the same procedures as In the lor• 
malion ol the Atlanta Falcons in 1966. The Falcons were exempted from the expansion drall In 1967, thus leaving 14 teams 
from whom the Saints setecled players. The procedures that were in place lor the Saints were: each ol the olher 14 NFL teams 
froze 29 players from its ~ roster, leaving 11 players available to be selected by the Saints. The Saints chose ooe play• 
er from those 11 remaining on each team. Then, each team froze two additional players, leaving eight oo each 11st, from which 
lhe Saints chose two more each.

The following is a catalogue of uniform changes since the Saints' inception in 1966: 
1967 - Gold pants with black and white striping; black jerseys with gold numerals and white trim 
with white and gold piping on sleeves; white jerseys with gold numerals and black trim with black 
and gold piping on sleeves. Gold helmet with black Fleur-de-Lis on either side, and black and white 
striping down the middle. 
1969 - For preseason games exclusively - Black helmets with gold Fleur-de-Lis on either side 
and gold and white striping down the middle. Helmets have been gold ever since. 
1971 - The color of the numerals changed. Black with gold trim on white jerseys and white with 
gold trim on black jerseys. 
1975 - Pants were changed from gold to white with black and gold striping. 
1976 - Black pants were introduced to be worn worn with white jerseys. Gold and white striping 
down the sides. Same white pants worn with the black jerseys. The facemask changed from grey 
to black. 
1983 - Numbers changed to "San Diego-style" numerals. Thin border around the number with no 
direct contact between the number and the border. The second change was from socks with black 
and gold piping to solid black. 
1986 - Gold pants with wide solid black stripes were initiated. The state Fleur-de-Lis patch 
appears on either side of the pants. The jersey was redesigned with TV numbers on the shoulders, 
and the state Fleur-de-Lis on either sleeve. The stripes on the sleeves were eliminated. The socks 
feature a wide gold stripe on a black background 
1991 - 25th anniversary patches were worn on the left shoulder. 
1994- For three games (3 through 5), the Saints wore their 1967 style uniforms for their "throw­
backs games", a league-wide program commemorating the NFJ.:s 75th Anniversary. 
1996 - Traditional Fleur-de-Lis replaces state logo on jerseys and pants. Player name and num­
bers changed from screen-on type to "tackle twill" style, made of cloth and sewed onto jersey. 
Numbers changed to gold with black outline on white jerseys and gold with a white outline on black 
jerseys. Stockings changed from thick gold and black stripe over white to solid black over white. 
1999 - On the white road jerseys, the numbers and lettering changed to black with gold outline, 
and pants will change from gold with black stripe to black with a gold stripe to complete the road 
uniform.

The Superdome Commission approves the sale of $14.5 million in bonds that will go toward 
the construction of a Saints practice faci lity in Metairie. 
Groundbreaking ceremonies are held for the Saints new practice facility on Airline Highway. 

1996 
Bill Kuharich, Director of Player Personnel from 1986-93 and Vice President of Football 
Operations, 1994-95, is named Vice President/General Manager. In an addendum to his con­
tract, Kuharich's duties will include, 'all football operations, Including evaluating personnel, 
conducting the annual draft, monitoring waivers, free agent availability, and the seleclion, hir­
ing, and determination of compensation and signing of player contracts.' 
Tackle William Roaf and cornerback Eric Allen represent the Saints at the AFC-NFC Pro Bowl 
In Honolulu. 
For the first time in team history, the entire organization is housed under one roof with the 
move to the club's new facility at 5800 Airline Highway in Metairie. 
The Saints hold a three-day minicamp for rookies, first-year players and selected veterans. 
Approximately 61 players attend the camp, the first 'official' practices following completion of 
the Saints' facility. 
The Saints sign Tackle William Roaf to an eight year contract extension. This puts the all-pro 
under contract until the year 2003. 
Just tour days after extending Roaf's contract, Saints officials sign defensive tackle Wayne 
Martin to a live-year contract extension, placing him under wraps until the year 2000. 
Saints appear in Hall of Fame game for the third time in club history. The Indianapolis Colts, 
1995's AFC runner-up, defeat the Saints 10-3 on a 3-yard TD pass with 4:54 to play. The loss 
puts the Saints' record at 1-2 in the annual Canton, Ohio clash. 
After being defeated 19-7 by the Carolina Panthers a day earlier, Saints head coach Jim Mora, 
the longest tenured coach in all of professional sports, resigns his post, ending a 10 1/2 year 
tenure with the team.

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appearances, and the winningest coach in franchise history, ended his stay with a short state­
ment thanking Tom Benson and the Saints tans for their support. 
Rick Venturi, who had been the Saints linebackers coach and an interim head coach with the 
Indianapolis Colts In 1991, was named interim head coach. 
Tackle William Roaf was named as an NFC starter in his third consecutive Pro Bowl. 
Defensive tackle Wayne Martin was chosen as an alternate to the squad. .. 

1997 
Bill Kuharich is named PresidenVGeneral Manager/Chief Operating Officer of the Saints, mak­
ing him the first person to hold that title since the late Jim Finks. Kuharich names Mike Ditka 
head coach ot the New Orleans Saints. Ditka, who won Super Bowl XX as head coach of the 
Chicago Bears, Super Bowl XIII as an assistant coach and Super Bowl VI as a player, all in 
New Orleans, vows ' I'm going to climb the mountain one more time." 
In their preseason debut under head coach Mike Ditka, the Saints defeated the Tennessee 
Oilers, 21-12 in Memphis, Tenn. 
In his first return to Chicago's Soldier Field since 1992, Saints head coach Mike Ditka defeats 
his former team, 13-7, in an emotion-filled game. 
In the regular-season debut of head coach Mike Ditka, the Saints fall to the St. Louis Rams, 
38-24, in what Ditka calls 'an old-fashioned butt-kicking." 
Saints win first regular-season game under Ditka, 35-17, as DT Wayne Martin terrorized Lion 
quarterbacks for four sacks on the day, and S Anthony Newman intercepted two passes and 
recovered a fumble. A jubilant Ditka commented after the game, "You'll have to pardon me for 
laughing, but that monkey just got off my back, thank God. This was Saints football." 
In Mike Ditka's regular-season return to Soldier Field, the Saints rallied tor a 20-17 victory on a 
Heath Shuler to Randal Hill touchdown that covered 89 yards for the longest TD reception in 
franchise history. 
The Saints were defeated by the Carolina Panthers, 13-0, snapping the Saints streak ot 216 
consecutive games scoring, the fifth-longest in NFL history, and at the time the second-longest 
active streak. 
In the shortest overtime game in NFL history, the Saints defeat the Seattle Seahawks, 20-17, 
on a Doug Brien 38-yard field goal. The victory gives the Saints one more victory than the 
previous season en route to doubling 1996's win total. 

1998 
Head coach Mike Ditka is signed to a five-year contract extension, placing him under contract 
through the 2002 season. According to Saints owner Tom Benson, "We have something to be 
very proud ot. This is a great day for New Orleans and the fans of the New Orleans Saints.• 
DE Joe Johnson, designated the Saints' franchise player, 2/12/98, signs the team's tender 
offer, and suits up for the team's tirst game of 1998 just four days later. On Sept. 8, the Saints 
ink Johnson to a five-year, no option contract, making him a member of the Saints through the 
2002 season. 
The Saints sign DT La'Roi Glover to a four-year contract extension, placing the talented young 
player under contract through the 2002 season. Glover, claimed off waivers trom the Oakland 
Raiders in 1997, would go on to lead the Saints with 10 sacks in 1998. 
LB Mark Fields, the Saints' tirst-round draft choice in 1995, is signed to a tive-year contract 
extension, placing him under contract through the 2003 season. Fields would go on to lead 
the Saints in tackles in 1998, posting his third consecutive year with 100+ stops. 

1999 
Dick Stanfel, who served as offensive line coach for the Saints, 1997-98, and 1976-80, also 
serving as head coach for the final four games of 1980, announces his retirement. Stanfel 
was named NFL MVP in 1953 as a member of the Detroit Lions' Championship team. Bill 
Meyers joins the Saints as offensive line coach. 
Rick Venturi, who has served as linebackers coach, defensive backs coach and head coach 
tor the Saints, moves back to linebackers after a stint as the secondary coach in 1998. Carlos 
Mainord is named secondary coach. 
GIG Wally Williams, widely considered one ot the top free agent linemen available, signs a 
five-year contract with the Saints, just days into free agency. He will man the LG position. 
The Saints ink returning C Jerry Fontenot to a tour-year contract. 
The Saints acquire speedy WR Eddie Kennison, a Lake Charles, La., native, trom the St. 
Louis Rams in exchange for the Saints 1999 2nd-round draft choice. 
The Saints acquire the fifth overall selection from the Washington Redskins in exchange for 
the Saints 1st and 3rd-7th round draft choices in 1999, and the Saints 1st and 3rd round 
choices in 2000. With the fifth overall selection, the-Saints select Heisman Trophy winner RB 
Ricky Williams from the University ofTexas. Williams signs an eight-year contract, 5114. 
Charles Bailey is named Asst. General ManagerNice President of Football Operations replac­
ing Chet Franklin, who accepted a similar post with the Oakland Raiders. Bailey joins the 
Saints from the Pittsburgh Steelers, who were in the playoffs seven ot Bailey's 10 years with 
the team, including Super Bowl XXX.

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1999 INSTANT REPLAY SYSTEM 
The system begins with the replay booth receiving a ' live' feed from the network television control truck cover­

ing the game. 
The ' technician' in front of the live-feed monitor cues up the live play by pressing the 'make play' button on his 

console as the ball is sn11,pped. That automatically puts the play on a 'touch-screen monitor' positioned in front of 
the replay assistant. When a replay comes up from the truck, the technician presses a 'make replay' button and that 
automatically pops up on the touch-screen monitor. The monitor can accommodate six replay angles of a single play. 

The "replay assistant" is positioned in front of the touch-screen monitor. This person decides which replays will 
be relayed to the field monitor for review by the referee after a coach's challenge is issued, and whether an official's 
time-out will be called for a play review in the final two minutes of each half and overtime. 

The ·'video operator,' at the instruction of the replay assistant, will tap the touch-screen monitor (similar to a 
bank's automatic teller machine that prompts commands by the tapping of its screen) to transfer one of the replays to 
the booth's third monitor that is positioned between him and the replay assistant. The video operator can control the 
speed of the playback on this monitor by the turn of a dial. This is the monitor on which the replay assistant will view 
all replays. The video on this monitor is what the referee on the field will see. 

The 'communicator' Is the replay booth's 'eyes to the field.' While the technician, replay assistant and video 
operator are doing their jobs, the communicator, stationed in back of the other three, is watching the field. He will 
advise the replay assistant - who is busy viewing the monitor •• that 'they're in the huddle,' ' they're on the line' and 
"the ball Is snapped' so the replay assistant will know that the next play has started, negating the possibility of a 
replay. He will also report to the replay assistant if an official ruling (e.g. holding, Illegal procedure, etc.) has been 
made on the field following a play that might eliminate the need for a replay. 

The communicator also is the timer of the 90 seconds allocated to the referee to make a decision on a replay. 
Once 90 seconds are reached, the communicator will hit a red button on the console In front of the replay assistant 
that will automatically shut off the field-level monitor, signaling to the referee that the 90 seconds has expired and the 
review is over. The referee must then announce his decision. 

If needed, the communicator will also explain a referee's ruling to the TV truck and to the teams' public rela­
tions directors in the press box for dissemination to the media. 

A ' buzzer system' will be utilized to signal the call for a replay. Before the final two minutes, the head coach 
will buzz the referee and replay booth that he challenges a play and wants a review. Within the final two minutes, the 
booth will 
buzz the referee, calling for a replay. The head coaches will wear a belt pack containing a buzzer. When pressed, 
the buzzer will simultaneously signal the referee, umpire and replay booth that a replay is being requested. 

There will be three replay monitors at field level in open-air stadiums. Two will be posttioned at opposite 20-
yard lines near the sideline wall. A third will be in a runway, for use if there is inclement weather. Two monitors will 
be used in domed stadiums. 

As the referee approaches the monitor, his first replay will await him. His 90 seconds for a decision begins 
when he puts on the headphones that put him in contact with the replay booth. 

1999 RULES OF REPLAY 

COACHES CHALLENGE - Outside the final two minutes of each half, each team will be permitted two challenges 
per game that will initiate referee reviews. Each challenge will cost a team a time-out. If a challenge is upheld, the 
time-out will be restored, but the challenge will not. No challenges will be recognized from a team that has exhaust­
ed its time-outs. 
FINAL TWO MINUTES OF EACH HALF - Atter the two-minute warning of each half, and throughout any overtime 
period, any referee review will be initiated by the replay assistant in the replay booth in the press box. He can initiate 
as many review requests as he thinks necessary, no matter how many time-outs the teams may have. No time-out 
will be charged for a review initiated from the replay booth. 
REFEREE REVIEW -All replay reviews will be conducted by the referee on a field-level monitor after consultation 
with the other covering officials on the play. A decision will be reversed only when the referee has indisputable visual 
evidence that the call should be changed. The referee cannot initiate a replay in any instance. 
TIME LIMIT - Reviews will be a maximum of 90 seconds, limed from when the referee puts on the head phones to 
the replay booth. 
REVIEWABLE PLAYS - The instant replay system will cover a variety of plays in three main areas • 1) sideline, 
goal line, end zone, and end-line plays; 2) passing plays; and 3) other detectable infractions, such as a runner ruled 
down not by defensive contact, and the number of players on the field.

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GLOSSARY OF MEDICAL TERMS 

Taken from the Professional Football Athletic 1i'ainers Society (PFATS) 1998 Media Guide. 

ATC-Athletic Trainer Certified; athletic trainers with this designation have passed the certification exam admin­

istered by the NATA. "" 
A-C Joint- Acromioclavicular joint; joint of the shoulder where acromion process (of the scapula) and the dis-
tal end of the clavicle meet; most shoulder separations occur at this point. 
Achilles Tendon - The tendon at the back of the heel connecting the calf muscle to the heel bone. 
Anterior Cruciate Ligament (ACL) - Ligament of knee attaching to anterior tibial plateau and posterior medi­
al aspect of femoral condyle. It provides stability in keeping the lower leg from coming forward. 
Anti-inflammatory - Any agent which prevents inflammation (such as aspirin or ibuprofen). 
Arthroscope - An instrument used for visualization of the interior of a joint cavity; sometimes referred to as 

·scope." 
Arthroscopy- Examination ol the Internal structures of a joint by means of surgical viewing apparatus (arthro-
scope) inserted into the joint. 
Bone Scan - "Radionuclide Imaging; which is useful to demonstrate stress fractures not evident on routine x-

rays. 
Burner - Common term lor brachia! plexus trauma in the neck. Usually results in burning or tingling sensation 
into the shoulder or arm when the neck is forced beyond the normal range of motion. 
CT Scan (Computerized Tomography) - Use of computed radiographic equipment to get a cross sectional 
image of an anatomical area. Is best to visualize bony structures. It is also relerred to as a CAT scan. 
Chandra! Fracture - Fracture to the chondral (cartilaginous) surfaces of bone. 
Chondromalacia - A roughening ol lhe cartilage surface. Best known for the roughening of the underside of 

the kneecap. 
Concussion - A trauma-related injury to the head usually resulting in excessive forces being rapidly applied 
to the head and/or cervical spine. This Injury is usually due to a blow to the head lrom the ground or opposing 
player. This injury is graded as mild, moderate or severe depending on severity of changes ol consciousness, 
memory and/or equilibrium. 
Degenerative Joint Disease - Changes in the joint surfaces as a result of repetitive trauma. 
Dehydration - Condition resulting from excessive loss of body fluid, where fluid output exceeds fluid intake. 
Symptoms usually arise when fluid loss Is in excess of 2 percent of the person's body weight. 
Edema - Accumulation of fluid in organs and tissues of the body (swelling). 
Electrolyte Drink - Fluid for replacing electrolytes, such as Gatorade® Thirst Quencher. 
EMG - Electromyogram test to check nerve function. 
Fracture - Breach in continuity of a bone. Types of fractures include simple, compound, comminuted, green-
stick, incomplete, impacted, longitudinal, oblique, stress or transverse. 
Groin - The upper and inner thigh where the adductor muscles originate that are responsible for moving the 
leg in an inward or adduction direction. 
Hamstring - Muscle running from the buttocks to behind the knee. Often injured as a result of improper con-
ditioning or lack of muscle flexibility. Muscle responsible for flexing the knee joint. 
Heat Stroke - Condition of rapidly rising internal body temperature that overwhelms the nervous system's 
mechanisms for release of heat. 
Heat Exhaustion - Mild form of shock resulting from inadequate replacement of fluids lost through sweating 
and uncontrolled increase in body core temperature. 
Heat Cramps - Painful muscle spasms of arms or legs, likely caused by depletion of fluids and electrolytes. 
High "lnterosseous" Ankle Sprain - An injury to the lnterosseous membrane, which is the fibrous tissue that 
stabilizes the two bones of the shin (tibia and fibula). This injury is usually due to excessive ankle rotation along 
with accompanied trauma to the ligamentous structures of the ankle joint. 
lnterosseous Membrane - Uniting membrane between the tibia and fibula that forms a collagenous fibrous 
tissue. It has two functions: to serve as an origin for many of the muscles of the lower leg, and to transmit stress 
from the tibia to the fibula. 
Lateral Collateral Ligament (LCL) - Ligament of knee attaching lateral femoral condyle to the fibula head. It 
provides lateral stability to the knee. 
Ligament - Band of fibrous tissue that connects bone to bone or bone to cartilage and supports and strength-

ens joints. 
Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI) - Provides highly detailed pictures of the body's interior, using magnet-
ic fields. It is especially useful in athletic injuries to visualize soft tissues such as ligments and tendons. 
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Medial Collateral Ligament (MCL) - Ligament of knee attaching to medial femoral condyle and to medial tibia. 
It provides medial stability to the knee. 
Meniscus - Crescent-shaped cartilage of the knee located between the lemur and the tibia bones. 
Plantar Fascia - The light band of muscle and connective tissue beneath the arch of the foot. 
PNF (Proprioceptive Neuromuscular Facilitation) -An approach to therapeutic exercise based on the prin­
ciples of functional human anatomy and neurophysiology. 
Posterior Cruciate Ligament (PCL) - Ligament of the knee attaching to posterior tibial plateau and anterior 
lateral aspect of femoral condyle. It provides stability in keeping the lower leg from going backward. 
Progressive Resistance Exercise (PRE) - An approach to exercise whereby the load or resistance to the 
muscle is applied by some mechanical means and is quantatively and progessively increased over time. 
Quadriceps (Quads) - The four powerful muscles in the front of the thigh, responsible for extending the knee 
joint. 
Rotator Cuff - Comprised of four muscles in the shoulder area: supraspinatus, infraspinatus, teres minor and 
subscapularis. Often irritated by overuse. 
S-C Joint - Sternoclavicular joint; articulation between the sternum and the clavicle. 
Sciatic Nerve - Largest nerve in body located in back of leg which controls most of its function. 
Sciatica - Irritation of the sciatic nerve, resulting in pain or tingling running down the inside of the leg. 
Shin Splint - A catch-all syndrome describing pain either in the front of the lower leg or on the inner aspect of 
the leg. 
Shoulder Separation - Refers to a sprain of the A-C joint where the tip of the clavicle may be elevated from 
its normal position of attachment on the acromion process. 
Sprain - A joint injury. A violent, twisting, stretching, pulling or tearing of a ligament. 

1st Degree - A stretching but no tear of a ligament. Athlete may be able to continue to play or usu­
ally return to play in a few days. 
2nd Degree - A partial tear of a ligament. Bracing may be required. Athlete will usually miss one to 
four weeks. 
3rd Degree - A complete tear of a ligament. Depending on ligament involved, bracing or even 
surgery may be required. Athlete is usually out from three weeks up to 12 months depending on 
course of treatment. 

Stinger - Common term for brachia! plexus trauma in the neck. 
Strain - A muscle injury. The stretching, pulling or twisting ol a muscle or tendon. 

1st Degree - A stretching but no tear of a muscle or tendon. Athlete may be able to continue to play 
or usually return to play in a few days. 
2nd Degree - A partial tear of a muscle or tendon. Athlete will usually miss one to four weeks. 
3rd Degree -A complete tear of a muscle or tendon. Depending upon muscle or tendon Involved, 
surgery may be required. Athlete is usually out from six weeks up to six months. 

Stress X-Ray - A continual x-ray taken when a portion of the body is stressed to its maximum to see if the lig­
aments are intact. 
Stress Fracture - A hair-line type of break in bone caused by overuse. 
Stretching - Any therapeutic maneuver designed to lengthen (elongate) pathologically shortened soft-tissue 
structures and thereby increase range of motion. 
Subluxation - Partial dislocation of a joint. Term usually implies that joint can return to normal position with­
out formal reduction. 
Tendinitis - Inflammation of the tendon and/or tendon sheath, often caused by chronic overuse and/or sud­
den injury. 
Turf Toe - Sprain of the metatarsophalangeal (MTP) joint of the great toe. 



NEW ORLEANS SAINTS FACILITY 

• 
On April 15, 1996, a first In New Orleans Saints history occurred when the entire organization moved into the 

club's new facility, located at 5800 Airline Drive in Metairie. It marked the first time ever that Saints coaches, 
players and staff have been housed under one roof. 

The two story, 65,000 square foot facility, which is situated on a 19.2 acre tract, contains three practice fields. 
Two, which are laid out symmetrically, are planted with Bermuda grass and are surrounded by an asphalt, half· 
mile running track. The third field is made up of 70 yards of artificial turf and 50 yards of grass. Also outside 
is a full-length basketball court. 

The first floor is approximately 43,000 square feet, and serv.es primarily the needs of the players. It also con­
sists of a reception area, ticket office, media workroom and storage areas. 
he lockerroom, which Is completely carpeted, contains 75 lockers, each 44 inches wide. Adjacent to the locke­
room are a players lounge and shower area that includes a built-in whirlpool and cold dip pool, sauna room and 
steam room. The training room consists of nine treatment tables, a three-man taping station, three therapeutic 
whirlpools, one Hydro Track and Biodex rehabilitation equipment. The equipment room, which includes a load­
ing dock making it accessible for 18-wheeler tractor trailers, is 3,600 square feet. The weight room, also fully 
carpeted, is 4,050 square feet. 

A 1,700 square foot auditorium which sits on the first floor, can seat 110 players for team meetings, and can 
be divided Into two rooms. On either side of the auditorium, are eight smaller team meeting rooms. 

Located on the second story are offices for coaches, player personnel, the video department and adminis­
trative staff. It has the capacity for an additional 23,000 square feet.

Practice facility will 
be on the right. 

From New Orleans/East: Take 1-1 O West to Clearview Parkway exit. Follow Clearview Parkway South to Airline 
Drive. Turn right onto Airline Drive. Take Airline Drive for approximately 1.2 miles. Practice facility will be on 
the left. 

From Baton Rouge/West: Take 1-10 East to Clearview Parkway exit. Follow Clearview Parkway South to 
Airline Drive. Turn right onto Airline Drive. Take Airline Drive for approximately 1.2 miles. Practice facility will 
be on the left.
